On April 30, 2007, Appellant Oxford Mining Company filed with the 

Reclamation Commission a notice of appeal from Chiefs Order 7326. This Chiefs Order 

addressed issues relative to the protection of the hydrologic balance associated with coal mining 

permit D-2115. This cause was assigned case number RC-07-007. 

On October 15, 2009, Appellant filed a request to withdraw this appeal, in the 

form of a voluntary Motion to Dismiss, with the Reclamation Commission. Pursuant to Ohio 

Administrative Code §1513-3-17, case number RC-07-007 is hereby DISMISSED without further 

action required by the Reclamation Commission. 
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
