I/We,      , owner (Owner, herein) or record of the following described property:       situated in the State of Ohio, County of      , Township of      , and being part of Section       acquired from       on       by instrument recorded in Volume      , Page      , deed records of       County, Ohio do hereby grant to the Division of Mineral Resources Management, Department of Natural Resources, State of Ohio (the Division), its agents, employees, and contractors, the right to enter upon the above-described property with all materials and equipment necessary and convenient for the following purposes:  (1) to design and perform reclamation work in order to restore, abate, control, or prevent the adverse effects of coal mining practices, and (2) for five (5) years after completing the work, to observe and monitor the results of the reclamation performed and to do any additional work necessary to insure the success of the reclamation.


This right-of-entry shall terminate if the Division fails to begin reclamation work within two years from the date of execution of this Consent.  Entry and reclamation work, if any, performed by the Division, its agents, employees, or contractors, is pursuant to the authority granted in Revised Code Section 1513.27 or 1513.28.


I/We also understand and agree that the Division has no obligation to perform or maintain reclamation on the above-described property.  HOWEVER, I/We hereby covenant on behalf of myself\ourselves, and of my\our heirs, successors, and assigns, that IF THE DIVISION DOES PERFORM RECLAMATION WORK ON THE ABOVE-DESCRIBED PREMISES, I/We shall, as regards the reclaimed land, in consideration of the performance of such work, reimburse the State at the completion of the reclamation work by:

1.
I/We agree to contact and gain consent from all lessees of surface or subsurface interests in the property that the reclamation work will affect prior to the start of reclamation.

2.
Allowing the Division to plant shrub and tree species on the reclaimed land as called for in the Wildlife Habitat Development Plan developed by the Division;

3.
Manage the land for a five (5) year period and in the manner prescribed in the Wildlife Habitat Development Plan; and

4.
Open the reclaimed land for public use by enrolling the reclaimed land in the Division of Wildlife's Cooperative Hunting Program for a period of five (5) years which will begin upon the planting of the trees and shrubs outlined in the Wildlife Habitat Development Plan.

5.
I/We shall reimburse the Division for the cost of any repair to the reclamation work caused by my/our unauthorized use of the property if:



a)  The Chief of his authorized representative determines that the unauthorized use damages or impairs the effectiveness of the reclamation work, and



b)  The Chief or his authorized representative determines that the repairs are necessary to protect the reclamation work.

Upon completion of the reclamation work and for the amount of time required for the public use period as outlined above, I/We shall seek approval from the Chief or his authorized representative of any and every use of the reclaimed land and notify the Chief of any unauthorized use detrimental to the reclamation.

Upon expiration of the public use period following the completion of the reclamation project, I/We shall provide that level of land management and conservation practices which will minimize erosion of the soil and degradation of the waters of the State of Ohio.  Specifically, when utilizing the reclaimed land for farming, silviculture operation, or other use, I/We shall consult the appropriate Soil and Water Conservation District and comply with the management and conservation practices prescribed by the District as necessary to meet the applicable standards set forth by the Ohio Division of Soil and Water Conservation in Section 1510:15-1-01, et. seq., 1501:15-3-01, et seq., 1501:15-5-01, et seq. of the Ohio Administrative Code.
