GUIDELINE FOR DELETING AREA FROM PERMIT

An area may be deleted from a surface mine permit if:

1. It has not been affected by mining.

2. It has been affected but all reclamation responsibilities have been completed and bond released. The deletion may occur on an annual or renewal map.

A modification form is used to request this change. The completed modification should include:

1. Current permit acreage

2. Acreage to be deleted

3. New permit acreage

Map Requirements:

1. Map title should be Annual/Deletion or Renewal/Deletion

2. Shade area to be deleted green

3. Include orange line and cross hatching in deleted area (if applicable)

4. Include acreage summary:

a) Current permit acreage

b) Acreage being deleted

c) Acreage affected and reclaimed within the deleted area

d) New permit acreage

NOTE:  Subsequent maps will not have any color coding in the deleted area.

Map Acreage Summary:

If the area being deleted includes acreage where mining and reclamation have been completed, subtract the appropriate number of acres affected and reclaimed from the following categories:

1. Total cumulative acres affected

2. Total cumulative acres affected to be reclaimed

3. Total cumulative acres graded

4. Total cumulative acres planted

5. Total cumulative acres completely reclaimed

After the Modification is approved, an amendment will be issued to reflect the new permit acreage. The deleted acreage will be shown on the permit by *0 as an acreage figure with a notation at the bottom of the permit showing current acreage, acres being deleted and new permit acreage.
